Pankey Treats Underserved in Florida

Like so many public health providers and ad-
vocates throughout the country, The Pankey
Ingtitute for Advanced Dental Education in
Key Biscayne, Florida is providing dental care
to underprivileged populations in their area.

On January 30-31, Pankey Institute-trained
dentists, local volunteers and sponsors pro-
vided free dental care to more than one hun-
dred residents and neighbors of Camillus
House, a non-profit organization that provides
humanitarian services to poor and homeless
men, women and children in the Miami area.

Mayoral and Dr. Barry Segal of Aventura, FL
served as local hosts of the two-day free clinic.

A team of 24 dentists, 9 hygienists, 19 dental
assistants and additional volunteers, including

students from the dental assisting program of
the Lindsey Hopkins Technical Education Cen-
ter in Miami, delivered over $125,000 of pa-
tient care including emergency, preventive and
restorative oral health procedures for over one
hundred homel ess adullts.

Tens of millions of Americans receive little or
no dental care. Some only receive hospital
emergency room treatment for severe pain,
infection or traumatic injuries. In the state of
Maine, where there is a shortage of dentists,
medical doctors are learning to extract teeth,
lance abscesses and perform other basic dental
procedures. Twenty-two states have passed
laws that allow hygienists to perform expanded
services or to practice in public health settings
without the direct supervision of a dentist .
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
