
Dentists are achieving remarkable esthetic
results utilizing modern materials and tech-
niques. We have seen patients undergo amaz-
ing transformations matched only by the for-
midable skills of their cosmetic dentists. Some
of these procedures have been broadcast live
on TV, streamed online and performed at den-
tal exhibitions to the delight of large lay and
professional dental audiences.

Many veneer cases call for a veneer cement
that does not change the shade of the tooth or
the veneer. The practitioner wants to try-in
with water, apply veneer cement and seat the
veneer, and then light cure. At each stage the
dentist wants to see the case exactly as it will
appear when finished.

We received numerous requests for a veneer
cement that would be invisible before and
after curing to provide accurate visualization
of shade and esthetics. Pulpdent Kleer-Veneer
CLEAR shade is precisely that: an invisible
veneer cement that is windowpane clear both
beforeand after curing.

For those cases that require neutralizing exist-
ing tooth color, there are three Kleer-Veneer
Opaqueshades: cream, pink and white.

Kleer-Veneer is moisture tolerant and self-
adhesive. No bonding agentsarerequired on
enamel, nor is silane required on ceramic.
The unique consistency holds veneers in
place without drift prior to curing. The ultra
thin 9-micron film thickness allows for pre-
cise fitting veneers and perfect adaptation of
theveneer to thetooth.
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The patient was unhappy with the esthet-
ics produced by the receding gum line
and staining at thegingival margin.

The teeth are prepared to receive a new
set of veneers.

Kleer-Veneer CLEAR shade is placed
on the veneers, the veneers are seated
and excess cement is removed with a
finebrush.

The veneers can be tack cured for 1-2
seconds, and any remaining veneer ce-
ment is easily removed with an appropri-
ate instrument before complete light cur-
ing.

The Final Result

The dentist and the patient have achieved the
desired esthetic results. Kleer-Veneer CLEAR
shade was invisible throughout the procedure
and allowed for accurate visualization and
precise verification of shade prior to curing.
There wasno shadechangeafter curing.
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
